Financial Gifts

A local couple, who wish to remain anonymous, read about Suncoast’s
need for a new platelet collection instrument called a Trima in the
2010 Spring Newsletter. The family had a personal experience with a
loved one who had a critical need for platelets and felt this was the
perfect opportunity to pay it forward. These generous benefactors
donated $55,000, the full purchase price of the instrument.

The Harry Sudakoff Foundation awarded Suncoast a $75,000
grant for the purchase of an Optia Plasma Exchange instrument.
Plasma exchange is used to treat patients with neurological and
autoimmune disorders such as multiple sclerosis, Guillain-Barré
syndrome and Graves’ disease in infants. Through the exchange,
the patient’s plasma containing harmful antibodies is removed and
replaced with “new” plasma from a donor and/or with albumin.
SCBB is the sole provider of lifesaving therapeutic plasma
exchanges for Sarasota Memorial Hospital, Doctor’s Hospital,
Manatee Memorial Hospital, Lakewood Ranch Medical Center
and DeSoto Memorial Hospital.

The Sarasota Memorial Healthcare Foundation awarded
Suncoast a $52,500 grant for the purchase of a Spectra OptiaApheresis
system. 98% of the therapeutic procedures performed by Suncoast
nurses were done at Sarasota Memorial Hospital. The Spectra system is
a highly precise, mobile and user-friendly instrument that is used for
plasma exchanges, red blood cell exchanges, platelet and white blood
cell depletion procedures and therapeutic phlebotomies. The instrument
enables Suncoast to treat patients with an array of neurological and
autoimmune disorders including Guillain–Barré syndrome, myasthenia
gravis, Graves’ disease in infants and neonates, and multiple sclerosis.

The Gulf Coast Community Foundation of Venice awarded
Suncoast an $18,000 grant to conduct an information technology study.
The study analyzed the blood bank’s technical operations and
processes to help it maximize efficiencies, and evaluated the business
processes for redundancies in order to identify potential cost savings.
“By supporting the blood bank, we are furthering the future of quality

healthcare for all of our residents,”
stated Teri A. Hansen, President
and CEO of the Foundation.

The Allstate Foundation
awarded a $1,000 grant to
Suncoast in honor of agent
Brian Kolba. Brian has raised
$3,670 in support of Suncoast’s
programs and instruments.
